Overview, requirements, award cateqgories, criteria

The BC Northern Commercial Council, under the BC Northern Real Estate Board,
facilitates training, education, ethics and professional standards to enhance the role
of members conducting commercial transactions. The Northern BC Building
Excellence Awards recognize excellence in commercial building in the north.

Eligibility and Entry Date Requirements

Institutional, commercial or industrial building or renovation projects located
within the BC Northern Real Estate Board and BC Construction Association -
North areas (all areas from 100 Mile House and north) completed between
January 1, 2007 and December 31, 2009 are eligible.

Deadline for Entries: March 31, 2010 @ 4:00 p.m.
Awards ceremony to take place April 29", 2010 at the Ramada Hotel, Prince
George.

Entry Preparation: All entry materials must be anonymous. An inclusion of
company names and addresses anywhere in or on the entry materials, other than
the entry form, is forbidden and the entry will be disqualified.

Entry Form: Information given on the entry form will be printed exactly as
submitted for news releases, newspapers, publications, certificates and awards.
Please take extra care to ensure all spelling is correct before you submit each entry.
BCNCC will not make any corrections after the entry has been submitted.

Project Description: The description will be limited to a maximum of 150 words
and should describe the project, specifically how it meets the category criteria.
Bullet form is recommended. Please keep in mind that this description is provided
to the judges and should match the order of the images provided on the CD.

Photographs: Photographs must be in digital form, on CD. Images can be taken
with a digital camera or with traditional film. Be sure to follow the specifications
below when saving your images to CD. Submit two identical CDs with your entry.

Digital Images
e Images can be horizontal or vertical.
e Images may be saved with the aspect ratio of 5” x 7 @ 300 d.p.i (1500
pixels x 2100 pixels). Size and resolution must not exceed this.
e Save as a .jpeg file at its highest quality setting.



Cropped images must maintain the required aspect ratio of 5 “ x 7”. Other
aspect ratios will not be accepted.

Please name files with community name or project name, category letter and
sequence number (i.e. hilltop_catA_1.jpg).

For renovation category, please add to the sequence number a “B” to
indicate ‘before’ image and “A” to indicate ‘after’ image. (i.e.
smith_catA_1B.jpg/smith_catA 1A.jpg).

All images must be anonymous. No company names. Do not include people
In your images.

Please also submit one (1) 8” x 10” or 5” x 7” full frame 35 mm. glossy
photo as requested by the category requirements.

If you are entering a renovation category please submit one (1) 5” x 7”
‘before’ and one (1) 8” x 10” or 5” x 7” “after’ glossy photo of the same
area. Take all “after’ images from the same reference point as the ‘before’
images. (Please note: photographs will not be returned.)

Plans (floor, site, landscape): As required to describe project.

Judging
A panel of independent judges will review each submission and select a winner.
Decisions of the judges shall be final in every respect.

Cancel, combine or split any category due to numerous or insufficient
number of entries

e Withdraw a particular category if all the entries submitted do not meet the

digital image submission specifications

Request any additional information it deems necessary to confirm the
information contained in any submission. Judges may also re-categorize any
entry if, in their opinion, it has been entered in the wrong category, or if the
entry is more appropriate in another category.
